Authors names: Times 12, normal, centered. Affiliations: Times 11, Italic, centered. 
Main text: Times 12, regular, justified in left and right. Figure and table captions: Times 11, 

regular, centered 
Headings (Times 12, bold) are placed flush on the left-hand margin on a separate line.
